Havering-atte-Bower Essex Flag flown at Town Hall

It was wonderful to see the flag of Essex proudly flying 
in front of Havering Town Hall for Essex Day on 26th 
October, reminding us all that Romford remains proudly 
part of the historic English County of Essex! Havering 

may sit (for the time being) 
within the administrative 
region of ‘Greater London,’ but we share the same 
history, geography and culture as Essex and have 
greater connections with places like Basildon, Brentwood, 
Chelmsford, Southend, Chigwell and Thurrock. So let us 
all celebrate our place within the Essex family with pride!
